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Practice Diverge and Norm Construction on Applying
Force Measure in Protecting Human Rights

Abstract: “Responsibility to Protect” designs overall strategy and various measures for international com-
munity to intervene and take necessary protection action, among which an extremely special measure is that
force measure may be used according to the seventh chapter of the United Nations Charter. However, force
measure under such circumstance neither satisfies with application conditions required by the United Na-
tions nor meets complexity and specialty of human rights protection, so the seventh chapter of the United
Nations Charter cannot be the international legal basis for applying force measure in the fulfillment of “Re-
sponsibility to Protect”. To protect people from genocide, war crimes, ethnic cleansing and crimes against
humanity, even if it is necessary to use force in the urgent circumstance, international community should
still deeply communicate, negotiate and form common understanding so as to establish a new exception norm
on the use of force in “Responsibility to Protect” mechanism, and form clear and concrete application con-
ditions and procedure to ensure force measure can be rightly implemented and cannot be abused.
