A Eurasian or a European Future for Post-Soviet Georgia’s Economic
Development and the Role of The Belt and Road Initiative

Vladimer Papava

ABSTRACT: The paper analyzes the economic models of the well-known
Eurasianist doctrine of Russian imperial thinking, the Eurasian Economic Union
(EAEU), and the Belt and Road (B&R) initiative. In the modern era of
globalization, an alliance of countries on the basis of the Eurasianist economic
model is impossible to establish. The newly established EAEU rests on a
redistribution mechanism for oil and gas revenues, whereby Russia deliberately
relinquishes a part of its due gains in favor of other member-states in order to not
only induce economic interest to remain within the Union, but also to maintain
and enhance its political influence via this economic output. Western economic
sanctions imposed against Russia as a countermeasure to the annexation of
Crimea and the military and political support provided to the breakaway regions
of Eastern Ukraine, as well as the retaliatory anti-sanctions levied by Russia
against the West, have demonstrated the fragility and instability of the EAEU. A
comparison of the EU with the EAEU does not favor the latter. Although
attaining membership of the EAEU is much easier than that of the EU, the
negative aspects described above ensure that this option holds no appeal for
post-Soviet Georgia. The B&R initiative presents new opportunities and
challenges for Georgia to be an economic hub, connecting the EU and China.

EU’s Structural Conundrums and the Future of European Integration

ABSTRACT: Greater integration is an inevitable choice for the European Union,
which has brought peace, prosperity, and harmony to its member states. But there
have been theoretical deficiencies and operational difficulties in terms of
relations between sovereignty and supranationalism, democracy and efficiency,
convergence and diversity, openness and safety, and autonomy and dependence.

Brexit is a special case and the possibility for other members of EU to
follow suit is low. Public support for deeper integration is receding and the
possibility of the EU making breakthrough on integration via new agreements is
also low. Under the current framework of the agreement, European integration is
expected to be promoted in some areas. Since EU members can hardly keep same
pace on integration, “multi-speed Europe” might be a realistic choice.

American Decline and Changes in International Distribution of Power

ABSTRACT: The rise and fall of great powers has been a much-discussed
phenomenon and widely explored subject in the academic field of world politics.

ABSTRACT: Modi's new neighborhood diplomacy grows out of his strategic
calculation of India’s geopolitical security, soft power, regional leadership role,
and great power status.Since taking office in 2014, Modi has vigorously
implemented a neighbourhood first policy and stepped up charm offensive in
peripheral areas.

As a distinctly Chinese
school of IR theory, diplomatic autonomy argues that while sustained growth in
national power is what drives China’s global activism, state capabilities and
legitimacy also incentivizes China’s external behavior. In contrast to other
theories which focus on a state’s international behavior, diplomatic autonomy
also highlight the nature, value, and merits of behavior itself. China’s global
activism is not only about assertive new diplomacy, but also a progressive form
of diplomacy. Activism presents both opportunities and challenges, and so Deng
Xiaoping’s “hide and bide” admonition remains relevant.

Institutional Competition in Global Climate Governance: A
Comparative Study of Regimes in the EU, the United States, and
China

ABSTRACT: Competitions in international regimes building are based on
domestic practices. Since the EU, the United States, and China are the main
actors in global climate governance, initiatives they have proposed are rooted in
their domestic emissions reduction regimes. The EU adopts the cap and trade
approach; the United States promote a market-oriented local emissions trading
regime; and China incorporates its emission reduction goals into national
development schemes. The three regimes are influenced by their respective

political, economic, and cultural factors, and the differences are also shown in the
three parties’ climate diplomacy. While Brussels makes the case for a global cap
and trade regime, the United States prefers a market-oriented regime and China
advocated building a regime based on the principle of “common but
differentiated responsibilities,” respecting the national conditions of developing
countries. The institutional competition in global climate governance is the result
of different policy preference, and has been manifested in the three parties’
respective efforts of regime building. Theoretically, the competition reflects the
close interactions between domestic institutions and international regimes, which
justifies the research methodology of combining comparative politics and global
governance.

An Exploratory Study of the Establishment of Dispute Settlement
Mechanisms for RCEP

ABSTRACT: The dispute settlement mechanism (DSM) is an indispensable part of
any free trade arrangements (FTA). The comparison between the GATT and
WTO dispute settlement mechanisms proves that a sound dispute settlement
mechanism promotes trade agreements. Therefore, it is necessary for RCEP to
construct a dispute settlement mechanism. At present, there are mainly three
dispute settlement approaches, namely, the political settlement, the mixed
settlement, and the judicial settlement, depending on the judicial levels. The
choice of approach in RCEP's construction of dispute settlement mechanism is
influenced by the economic strengths and the number of its members, as well as
the areas that members are willing to submit to jurisdiction, and the political
factors. In the construction of RCEP dispute settlement mechanism, it is
necessary to focus on the scope of dispute settlement, negotiation mechanism,
timeliness and transparency. At the same time, the five existing "10 + 1" FTAs in
ASEAN will be the basis of RCEP dispute settlement mechanism. As a major
country that promotes RCEP negotiations, China should adhere to the mixed
settlement approach in the construction of the RCEP dispute settlement
mechanism, make special arrangements for different areas through the design of
the covered areas of the dispute settlement mechanism, and promote the
establishment of a permanent mechanism to safeguard the implementation of the
dispute settlement mechanism. China should seize the opportunity provided by
the RCEP dispute settlement mechanism and actively participate in the
formulation of global economic and trade rules.
