Abstract: Europe is facing a number of crises and challenges right now. Europe has
not yet completely walked out of the shadow of the debt crisis in Europe the refugee
crisis caused by the Syrian civil war early in 2015 and frequent terrorist attacks all
making the situation in Europe even worse.

The mood of populism is on the rise with both the extremist left-wing and
right-wing populism asserting itself across the political spectrum. In the face of public
concerns and dissatisfaction with government measures the leaders of the populist par—
ties grasp this opportunity to mobilize their discourse strategies in the elections with an—
ti-establishment antidmmigrant and xenophobic verbalisms as well as an opposition
the Islamization of Europe as their political appeals.
