Case Study on Threshold Management in UN 2030 Agenda for Sustainable

Abstract: Comparing with the building of the Millennium Development Goals
(MDGs), the UN 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development (the 2030 Agenda) faces
a completely different international strategic environments. Among them of greatest
importance are the relative decline of western countries and the rise of developing
countries, particularly emerging powers. For the West, its dominance position in
MDGs developing and implementing is facing severe challenges. Thus, to maintain
such a position with smaller or even minimum cost is the core concern during the
whole process of building the 2030 Agenda. To minimize comparative advantages of
developing countries, especially the emerging powers, and to maximize its own
comparative advantages, the West develops a strategy for managing four thresholds,
namely to improve morality threshold and technical barriers, to reduce participation
and cost thresholds. The core mechanism of this threshold management strategy is to
maximize western comparative advantages, and to reduce the potential contribution
and impacts of developing countries, particularly emerging powers, for maintaining
western dominance in global development governance. With huge gaps in
development, the West has achieved its strategic objectives to a large extent, while
developing countries are limited. In this regard, there is still a long way to go for
developing countries, in particular emerging powers, to achieve a transition from

capacity to power.
