Status, Challenges and Policy Options (pp. 46 -55)

As a result of acceleration of offshore oil and gas exploration, the production capacity of Brazil gained a fast
increase. Hopeful to be the sixth largest oil producer in the world, Brazil has become a major market of strategic
significance for Chinese energy enterprises. China hopes to increase energy supply and diversify oil import sources
by enhancing its partnership with Brazil. In the context of the China and Latin America overall cooperation, the
Chinese —Brazilian energy cooperation is expected to set a model for promoting China’s industrial capacity
integration with regional countries. A historical opportunity is emerging for China and Brazil in the field of oil trade,
market access, technology assimilation and bioenergy exploration. On the other hand, Chinese energy enterprises
are likely exposed to challenges in Brazil from resource nationalism, cultural conflicts, different legal standards,
and political intervention.

It is important
for China to draw lessons from Japanese and Korean experiences and properly handle the China — US — Brazil
