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Japan’s Role and Its China Policy under the Asia — Pacific Ternary Structure

Currently Japan is under the ternary structure including factors of power, interests and values in
Asia — Pacific and faced with the contradiction of relying on the U. S. in security while having close
economic relations with China. In the context, the way to handle the relations among factors of
power, interests and values systematically and make the foreign policy in accordance with its role
so as to safeguard its national interests has been the key of Japan’ s diplomacy. From the perspective
of power, Japan plays the role of an assistant for the U.S. ; from the perspective of interests,
Japan plays the role of a leading coordinator in promoting the mechanism of free trade; from the
perspective of values, Japan plays the role of a stabilizer in protecting so — called “ universal
values”. Japan’s hedging and counterbalancing strategy aims at expanding its international
influence while safeguarding its national interests. When it comes to Japan’s policy towards China,
on the one hand, Japan strengthens Sino — Japanese cooperation in the economic and trade field as
an alternative strategy while dealing with American unilateralism and trade protectionism. On the
other hand, while attempting to share China’ s economic dividends, the Abe Administration also
attempts to gain an advantageous position over China by actively participating in the rule — making
processes of different free trade mechanisms. China should have a clear understanding of the reality
of Sino — Japanese relations and adopt a comprehensive approach to deal with them and actively

promote the strategic coordination between China and Japan.
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
