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[Abstract] Along with globalization deepening the foreign economic relations of a country
have undergone the development and evolution from trade competition industrial competi—
tion to technological competition. An analysis of world political and economic relations from
the perspectives of technological nationalism and relations among great powers can provide a
new perspective for the adjustment of the current globalization structure. With the gradual
elimination of differences in development stage which is an important factor determining a
countiry’s foreign economic policy the economic relations between countries will undergo a
transition from dependence cooperation to competition. Considering the economic size e—
conomic system and other factors super powers in similar development stages show more
significant technological competition relationships than others. The conflict between the
world market and national interests will further influence the policy behavior of national
states. Furthermore the change of global-wide power balance is also accelerating the con—
flict and division between world marketism and technology nationalism. Technological com—
petition is an advanced form of competition among countries as the technology-based indus—
try competition in the core field becomes the top priority for major powers to maintain their
competitiveness. The realization of the technology competitiveness relies on a stable and ef—
fective market space. Therefore technological nationalism and market protectionism form a
set of mutually reinforcing twin mechanisms which are becoming a driving force for the de—
velopment of new regionalism in the post epidemic era. The United States and other Western
countries actively promoting the pan—regionalization cooperation mechanism with technology
security as the main purpose will exert a far—eaching influence on the existing globalization
structure change.
