Abstract: On Iranian issue, which is mainly manifested by Iranian nuclear issue, the
United States and Europe not only have cooperation based on common cultural values
and similar security concerns, but also diverge due to the differences in some specific
interests and the means to address the issues. During Republican presidencies, the in—
teractions between the United States and Europe were featured with more conflicts than
cooperation. Especially during Trump’s presidency, two sides were once diametrically
opposed to each other. During Democratic presidencies, the interaction between the U-
nited States and Europe were marked with more cooperation than conflicts, which
paved the way for reaching the Joint Comprehensive Plan of Action on Iran nuclear is—
sue in 2015. The nearly 20-year interaction between the United States and Europe for
Iranian nuclear issue gives important enlightenments for the international political
struggle in the context of great changes. First, the USKurope alliance keeps a deep-—
seated foundation of values, which will continue to be an important reason for the e—
mergence, prolongation and complexity of major hot issues. Second, the key to the di—
vergences between the United States and Europe lies in policies of the United States,
policies of the countries involved with such hot issues and profound changes in interna—
tional political landscape. Given that Europe’s strategic autonomy is conducive to the
evolution of the international political order in a just and reasonable direction, China
should learn the important enlightenments from Iranian nuclear issue, and vigorously
implement such policies to Europe that could promote Europe’s strategic autonomy.
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101 The Regulation of Foreign Influence in the US: A Study on the
Foreign Agents Registration Act

Abstract: In recent years, the term “foreign influence” has widely used in the media
due to the so—ealled Russian interference in the US general election, which has aroused
heated discussions in the United States. Foreign Agents Registration Act ( FARA) ,
which originated in the Second World War and was used to regulate foreign influence,
was “restarted” in the United States. FARA is essentially a disclosure act and the core
legal framework for the United States to control foreign influence. This act was en—
forced not only to guard against the enemies, but also to contain US allies. As can be
seen from the previous revisions of this act, every revision implied the response to the
national security concerns and demonstrated the changes in the international status of
the United States. While China’s influence in the United States has caused the United
States to be highly vigilant, restarting and strengthening the Foreign Agent Registration
Act reflects the practical difficulties faced by Sino-US relations. In view of the wide
applicable scope of this act, it has the characteristics of high politicization in judicial
practice. It is worth noting that this act also has a global influence. Russia, Australia
and other countries have introduced similar bills one after another, and the UK is also
actively working on it. Therefore, studies on the spirit, rules and implementation of
this act are of great significances for China to actively carry out and expand the space
for exchanges activities in the United States and the other countries in the world.
